The ASAFA All Stars coach will be required to attend service selection trials and Defence Aussie Rules events around Australia to identify and engage the best Aussie Rules players in the ADF. The selected coach will be required to attend the National Carnival in Melbourne over the period 12 – 17 Apr 2011 to select the All Stars Team.  ASAFA will cover expenses to assist the selected coach in travelling to as many events as possible in an attempt to ensure that the best talent across the ADF is identified. All ADF players are encouraged to attend the National Carnival in an attempt to reach the pinnacle of ADF Aussie Rules and be honoured with selection for the All Stars side and to play in the ANZAC Day Challenge.
